IV. NEW BUSINESS:

A. GOLDEN BELT VETERANS’ MEMORIAL: Donation Challenge:

-In 2014, Bob Parrish donated to the Golden Belt Veterans’ Memorial fund. Since that time, one stone
has been completed and a second is nearly filled. Once another 77 lines are filled, the County can begin
the engraving process. Mr. Parrish has asked for time to discuss a public challenge with the Commission.

Bob Parrish, representing citizens of Barton County, said he was involved with fundraising for the B-29
Memorial and wants to see the Golden Belt Veteran's Memorial closed out. Parrish appealed to others in
the community to donate so those veteran’s killed in action may be recognized and noted it would be nice
to have the second stone completed by Veteran's Day.

ly_-ard Boeckman said there were only 77 lines remaining at $45 each to complete the second stone.
Boeckman said the totat would be about $3,500 to finish the second stone and explained there is
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Lﬁs*roximately $1,800 remaining in donated funds for a balance of approximately $1,600 needed. Diana
Watson, County Administrative Assistant, said there has been a lot of activity and interest lately with
someone inquire almost daily.

Commissioner Schremmer complimented Diana Watson for her dedication to the project. Watson said
this had been the best thing she's ever done while working for the county.

Commissioner Schremmer moved to thank Mr. Parrish for his past donation and for his efforts in bringing
the second stone to completion.
