C. RESOLUTION 2016-07: Resolution Transferring and Carrying Over 2015 Unexpended Funds to
the Capital Improvement and Equipment Replacement Funds and Rescinding Resolution 2016-05,
Same, Adopted February 29, 2016:

-During last week’s agenda meeting, the Commission, via Resolution, approved the transfer of 2015
unexpended funds to Capital Improvement and Equipment Replacement. After the Resolution’s adoption,
it was discovered that the monies available for transfer for Road and Bridge did not include all 2015
accruals. As a result, the monies available for transfer have changed. This results in the need for
corrective action. .

Donna Zimmerman, County Clerk, said, in her haste to finalize end-of-year transfers, failed to consider
the payroll achuals and the payables in the end-of-year cash balances. The old accounting system
booked the 13" month payables to cash, whereas the new accounting system does not. She asked the
resolution be rescinded and the transfer from Road and Bridge be reduced by $50,000.

F. NOXIOUS WEED DEPARTMENT: 2015 Annual Report:
-The Kansas Department of Agriculture, Weed and Pesticide Division, requires that each County’s
Noxious Weed Department submit an annual report of their activities for the previous year.

Dale Phillips, Road and Bridge/Noxious Weed/Memorial Parks Director, said the annual report is very
similar to past years except that the mill levy in 2015 was less than the last 6 years combined. Phillips
noted equipment replacement will be a huge item for Noxious Weed in the years to come with high tech
equipment costs. Bindweed and must thistle are major issues in noxious weeds in Barton County with
Johnson grass coming in third. Phillips said there is noxious weed legislation being proposed.

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&f'nrnissioner Schartz read a portion of a letter from Rob Andrews, Gray County, regarding the noxious
weed legislation. Commissioner Schariz said it appears the Governor would like control of the fund to
raid and use as he wants. Phillips said he was told that was not the case by the person running the
Noxious Weed Program at the Department of Agriculture.

Commissioner Schartz moved to ask Richard to pen a letter addressing the problems that we see with the
proposed changes to the weed law.

Commissioner Straub seconded the motion.

G. COW CREEK WASTERSHED WORKING GROUP: Project Update:

-The Cow Creek Flood Mapping project is underway. The Working Group representing Barton County
met with the Division of Water Resources officials and other interested persons in late February 23, 2016.
Topics included accomplishments to date and future plans.

Barry McManaman, County Engineer, said AMEC Foster Wheeler is conducting the study in Barton and
Rice counties. The result of the study will be new flood plain insurance maps and explained the current
map for Barton County was developed primarily in 1988. At this time, the cities of Lyons and Hoisington
7 “well as Barton County have formed working groups to look at the draft maps as they are developed.
%z cities of Great Bend and Ellinwood are not in the Cow Creek drainage area. The public will be given
an opportunity to look at the draft maps at an open house event.

Commissioner Schartz asked if the new maps would change the flood plain and who would require flood
insurance. McManaman said yes. '

Commissioner Straub said she learned, at the meeting in Lyons, they were using Lidar to remap the
areas and noted they are looking for public input in regards to where the water actually flows.

H. COMMISSION DISCUSSION: Qil and Gas Valuation Policy Committee:

-The Kansas Legislative Policy Group is establishing an Oil and Gas Valuation Policy Committee. Its
purpose is to provide KLPG member counties with a process to review and identify oil and gas valuation
protest cases, filed for appeal with the Kansas Board of Tax Appeals, in which the issues are not
supported by the Qil and Gas Guide and/or existing case law. The Committee will review cases which
contain certain legal issues that could negatively impact KLPG member counties and are suitable for
support and submit that recommendation to the KLPG Executive Committee. Commissioner Alicia Straub
will lead a discussion on the Committee.

Richard Boeckman said there was no need to appoint someone to the committee. They only need to
determine if the County wants to participate.

Commissioner Straub said KLPG wants to develop an Oil and Gas Valuation Policy Committee and
?vnlained that just because a county is a member of KLPG does not mean that they are willing to

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Leckman said Hamilton, Stanton, Scott and Ellis counties are part of the committee so far.
Commissioner Schremmer said oil producers probably won't be in favor of those discussions.
Commissioner Straub said that was not the sentiment, and noted it's about clear guidelines. Boeckman
said BOTA has been inconsistent in the past.
