A. BOARD APPOINTMENTS: Health Department Advisory Committee:

Barton County has continued to solicit
applicants for the Health Department Advisory Committee. The Health Department Advisory Committee
provides guidance, recommendation and assistance to the Barton County Health Department staff.

Karen Winkelman, Public Health Director, said she received an application for Health Department
Advisory Committee. The committee is a group of no less than 5 and no more than 9 members. Emily
Young had applied, RN for 15 years, background in psychology and came with great references.

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EMPLOYEE BENEFITS: Longevity Pay: o _
matt Patzner, Operations Director, will request that the Commission authorize the 2022 payment of

longevity. Longevity pay is a supplemental compensation benefit designed for the employee who has
established a long-term commitment to public service with Barton County. Once a full-time employee has
reached five years of continuous service, that employee will be rewarded longevity in the amount of $3.00
for each month of service, with half that for part-time employees. Longevity payment, which is contingent
on budgetary conditions, may be awarded in November of each year.

Matt Patzner, Operations Director, presented details and said the checks would be issued next week if
approved. It came in under budget for full years of service and including every eligible employee.
Estimated $50,307.00 from the General Fund, $8,828.88 from the Employee Benefit Fund and $6,139.64
from non-levied funds. Asked for approval.

Commissioner Prescott asked how long this program had been in place. Patzner said he would have to
check.

Commissioner Schartz said she was glad they had decided to issue a paper check for the longevity
payment, employees are more aware of the extra money.

Commissioner Krier moved to award longevity payment for eligible employees in appreciation of the long-
term commitment to public service with Barton County.
Commissioner Schartz seconded the motion.
Commissioner Hutchinson said a suggestion was received in the Commissioner suggestion box. It
regarded courthouse employees parking close to the building. If employees could park further away, it
wr)uldI help the patrons. It had been requested in the past, but it did not seem that employees were
plying.
