1. Only immunizations can prevent diseases such as measles, mumps, polio and diphtheria. Some of these diseases can be a serious threat to your child.
  

2. Failure to immunize can lead to new outbreaks of diseases like measles.
  

3. Childhood diseases are serious and can at times be fatal.
  

4. The Barton County Health Department has clinic hours on Thursday evenings to make immunizations for children more convenient.

6. 80% of children's vaccines are needed by the age of 2.  Most schools will not accept children who do not have all their shots.
