BUDGET HEARING

A. BUDGET HEARING: 2018 Operating Budget:

-Elected officials, Department Heads and supported agencies were asked to submit preliminary budget
requests for the 2018 Operating Year. After reviewing the requests, the Commission then overviewed the
proposed budget and made revisions. The proposed 2018 Operating Budget is now presented to the
Barton County Commission to receive public comment.

Phil Hathcock, Operations Director, said the Commissioners first had to deal with issues and shortfalls
brought forward to this budget from the 2017 budget. This budget began with a reduced cash carry-
E' rard in both the Road & Bridge and Special Bridge funds totaling approximately $190,000. The
'wmmissioners also opted to eliminate the $130,000 transfer back from the reserve accounts as originaily
planned for in the 2017 budget. The 2018 budget also includes raises and salary adjustments for law
enforcement and 911 with a 4% or minimum 50 cent raise for all other county employees at a total cost of
$335,670 for levied funds, a $110,000 increase for the employer portion of health insurance premiums,
$40,000 increase for election costs related to the election, $10,000 for Road & Bridge signage, and an
increase for an additional staff person plus incidentals in the County Attorney’s Office. The Notice of
Budget Hearing, published July 21st, shows an estimated mill levy of 43.567 which is identical to the 2016
mill levy with $11,228,064 in property tax.

Cole Reif, Eagle Radio, asked what happened to the Extension Council funding. Hathcock explained it
was used to replace reduced cash carry over and elimination of the reserves transfer.

Commissioner Kruckenberg noted Phil-Hathcock did a nice job.

Commissioner Straub said the tax lid prevented the county from being able to reduce the budget.
Commissioner Schartz thanked her fellow Commissioners for their forward thinking.

At 9:08 A.M. Commissioner Straub moved to close the Budget Hearing.

Phil Hathcock, Operations Director, asked the Commission to adopt the Equipment Replacement Plan.

-Southwest Developmental Services, Inc. (SDSI) is the Community Developmental Disability Organization

Under the 2018 service agreement, SDSI will provide all services required by
Kansas statutes for a CDDO for a total of $70,000.00.

Phil Hathcock, Operations Director, said, in 2004, Barton County designated SDSI as the Community
Developmental Disability Organization (CDDO) for the County. At that time, the County entered into an
agreement for services. This agreement runs through 2018. Under this agreement, SDSI will provide all
services required by Kansas statutes for a CDDO for a total of $70,000.

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&CITY OF CLAFLIN: Cooperative Effort to Repair Roads: _

-The City of Claflin has requested assistance with sealing of certain roads. As an independent contractor,
the County would receive a maximum of $6,000 for labor and equipment. Robert Suelter, Claflin City
Attorney, developed the contractual agreement for the work.

Richard Hayes, City of Claflin, said the county has sealed roads in the City of Claflin for the past few
years. Hayes noted local contractors are not available for this work.

Carey Hipp, County Counselor, pointed out the incomplete sentence under section 3 of the contract.
Diana Watson, Commissioner Assistant, said the sentence should end after the word City.

Commissioner Straub moved to authorize the Road and Bridge Department to assist the City of Claflin in
sealing certain city streets under a signed agreement and, with the addition of those minor corrections,
direct the Commission Chairman to sign the agreement on behalf of the County.

Commissioner Schremmer seconded the motion.

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RESOLUTION 2017-13

A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE PROPERTY TAXATION POLICY. OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF BARTON COUNTY, KANSAS, WITH RESPECT TO FINANCING THE 2018
ANNUAL BUDGET FOR BARTON COUNTY

Lo’ WHEREAS, K S.A. 79-2925b provides that a Resolution be adopted if property taxes ievied fo
finance the 2018 Barton County Budget exceed the amount levied to finance the 2017
Barton County Budget, except with regard to revenue produced and attributable to
the taxation of 1) new improvements to real property; 2} increased personal property
valuation, other than increased valuation of oil and gas leaseholds and mobile homes;
and 3) property which has changed in use during the past year: or with regard to
revenue produced for the purpose of repaying the principal of and interest upon
bonded indebtedness, temporary notes or no-fund warrants; and

WHEREAS, budgeting, taxing and service level decisions for all County services are the
responsibility of the Board of County Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, Barton County provides these essential services to protect the health, safety and
well being of its citizens; and

WHEREAS, the cost of the provision of these services continues to increase; and

WHEREAS, the Kansas State Legislature failed to fulfill its obligation in regard to the statutory
funding of demand fransfers and, by significantly limiting State revenue sharing
payments to Counties, has contributed to higher County property tax levies to finance
the 2018 Barton County Budget.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners of Barton County,
Kansas, that the public is hereby nofified of the possibility of increased property taxes to
finance the 2018 Barton County Budget due to the above mentioned constraints; and

FURTHER, that on July 21, 2017, the Budget Summary was published in the official County
newspaper, notifying the public of the property tax rate and Budget Hearing; and

FURTHER, that the Board of County Commissioners conducted the aforesaid Budget
Hearing on July 31, 2017, at 9:00 a.m., and heard public comments and addressed
‘aw" questions on the proposed budget; and

FURTHER, that the 'ppblic comments were taken into consideration prior to the adoption of
the 2018 Operating Budget..

FURTHER, that this Resolution shall be published in the Great Bend Tribune.
